Principal’s Message. ..

We at Goleta Valley Junior High School are working as hard as we can to prepare your son or daughter for the
upcoming Star California State Testing (CST) during the April 20-29th. Let’s beat our 836 API (Academic
Performance Index) score! Our students have been learning state standards in every academic core subject (Math,
English, Social Studies, and Science), they have been writing across the curriculum, creating portfolios, working on
science projects and producing technological presentations. Now is the time to concentrate on all the things that will
make them successful in their classes, and in their lives.

Theresults of the CST Tests help determine student classes for next year. Students are reminded that they have put
in thousands of hours of work so far this year, and the Star Test is one way of measuring their efforts. It would be a
shame if poor results on the tests for some of our students stemmed from alack of concentration or alack of
concern. As with sports, the outcome isn’t as important as the effort.

Here are afew things that you can do to help your son or daughter to prepare for the CST Tests:

1 Remind him/her to get a good night’s sleep and eat a good breakfast

2. Don’t let him/her cram for the test — break studying into segments over along period of time
3. Make sure there is a quiet place to study

4, Help him/her read and understand the entire question on preparation materials.
